Making sure all school work is sent out on time and when it is returned, going through it to make sure all is ok and there aren’t any problems. All employees will be required to have or get at the beginning of employment their Senior First Aid Certificate and be willing to get a working with children's check.

Other Conditions: 

This position may include some childcare at various busy times.  We also prefer a commitment by a Tutor to stay to the end of the school year as this continuity is better for the children.
