	The School Day

You would be responsible for teaching our 4yr old daughter Prep. The school day, with lunch and smoko breaks, is from 7.30am till 2.30pm or until the day’s work is finished.  
The school work involves 

· the lesson set by School of the Air, 

· the telephone sessions with the teacher, 

· any additional activities that will benefit learning.
